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INTERPERATION OF MILITARY DOCUMENTS

5. “Shall, and will” shall be construed as being imperative.
6. “May” shall be construed as being permissive.

7. “Should” shall be construed as being informative.

8. Anything not written in this document shall NOT be worn.
9. A general officer is an army officer of BGen or above

10. A flag officer is an officer of Commaodore, or Air Commodore or above.

CAP BADGES AND OTHER INSIGNIA

11. Five-fish ranks shall wear a cap badge of the unified forces.

12. Flag officers, less a five-fish officer shall wear badges of their element
surmounted with a crown, above the cypher. The sides shall be circled.

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13. Ceremonial and service dresses shall also have the Baustralian
Flag on the left side of the tunic.

14. If an officer is armergious, they may also wear their standard on
the left arm in the same place as the Baustralian flag.

15. Army members will wear a regimental title above the left flag, and
a regimental patch below.

16. Army members will wear a class patch on the right arm.

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23. Distinction cloth may be worn in between the gold sleeves, and in the case of
an Acting Sub-Lieutenant, and a Commodore, a 0.6 cm cloth shall be added to the
bottom of the gold stripe.

24, Shoulder-boards shall be 13.5 cm long, 5.5 cm wide, made of a firm, resilient
waterproof foundation covered by felt. Shoulder boards for flag officers shall be
covered in turn with 5 cm wide gold lace. A strap is secured to the underside of the
shoulder-board, sewn at the outer end and secured to a 26-ligne button with a screw
fitting at the inner end. The strap shall pass through two loops sewn to the shoulders
of the jacket, thereby securing the shoulder-board in place. Felt shall be black, or for
flag officers, black or the colour of the distinction cloth.

25. Shoulder boards of the marine forces shall wear black buttons,
and not have the black stripe, nor sleeve insignia.

26. Marine officers of the rank of BGen and above may wear pinned
insignia of the same design as the shoulder boards on the cuff design.

27. General officers shall wear one gold stripe on the cuff of both sleeves.
28. The stripe shall be offset from the cuff as follows
a. General — 3.5cm

b. Brigadier General — 4cm
29. They shall wear the same insignia as the Marines, on a green fabric without

the stiffener.
30. They shall not wear pinned insignia on the cuff.

HIS ROYAL AIR FORCE OFFICER RANK INSIGNIA

31. HRAF flag officers shall wear similar rank insignia of naval officers, except
without the loop, coloured white, with black edging.

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COMMENDATION PINS, UNDRESS RIBBONS,
MEDALS, AND OTHER INSIGNIA

Medals described in the Baustralian Honours System may be worn over the left
breast pocket.

Medals must be court-mounted, with no overlap, except if there are more than
SiX.

Undress ribbons shall not be worn on ceremonial dress, whilst medals shall not
be worn on service dress.

Undress ribbons shall be worn three-per-row, with the most senior at the top
left of rack.

36. Up to five breast stars may be worn in between the pockets of the tunic.

37.

Wings shall be worn 3.7 cm (2.5 in) above the right pocket, less the Naval Air
Arm wings for officers which shall extend 2.5 cm (1 in) above the sleeve rank.

38. Brooches shall be positioned 2.5 cm (1 in) above wings, or if no wings, 3.7 cm

(2.5 in) above right pocket.

39. Sashes shall be worn in orders of dress which call for medals. Breast stars

shall only be worn with the sash. Arms should be worn with sash, though not
mandatory.

40. The Sea Service pin shall be worn 2.5 cm (1 in) centred above name tag.
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HAIR REGULATIONS FOR MALE MEMBERS

Hair shall be taper trimmed at the back, sides, and above the ears to blend with
the hair-style.

No hair shall touch the ears or fall below the top of the eyebrows; be no more
than 2.5cm, gradually decreasing to blend with the taper-trimmed sides and
back.

Hair shall extend no longer than 2.5 cm above the shirt collar.

Taper trimmed square back styles and shaving of all the hair on the head are
permitted.

Side burns shall not extend past a line horizontally bisecting the ear, and
conform to the overall hair style

Moustaches alone shall not extend past the corners of the mouth, and shall be
kept neatly trimmed, so that it does not grow more than 2 cm.

Beards must be worn with a moustache, neatly trimmed, so that it does not
grow more than 2 cm.

HAIR REGULATIONS FOR FEMALE MEMBERS

After grooming, hair shall not extend past the tunic collar, and shall not be of
exaggerated style.

An exception shall be made for braided hair. Braided hair shall not extend past
the armpit, and shall be fastened at the end with a knot, or an unadorned
fastener. Double braids shall be gathered, and tied together in a knot, or with
an unadorned fastener.

JEWELLERY

Females are authorized to wear one studded earring per ear, centred in the
lobe, and be spherical in shape, and be no larger than 0.6 cm (0.25 in).

Males shall not wear earrings.

Allowed jewellery is a maximum of one wristwatch, a medical bracelet, and two
rings not of a costume nature. Anything else is unauthorized.

TATTOOS AND PIERCINGS

One shall not wear jewellery in piercings, except for earrings for female
members, or healing devices.
One shall not have tattoos visible on the face, neck, chest, or ears.

EYE AND SUNGLASSES

One shall not wear eyeglasses, unless prescribed.
Sunglasses shall only be worn if black, and conservative in nature.
Sunglasses shall not be worn on parade.
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HEADDRESS

58. Headdress shall not be removed unless ordered, or customs dictate otherwise.
59. Headdress shall not be removed indoors, unless

a. Inafood serving room (i.e. mess, or restaurant)

b. Ina church

c. Inthe member’s barrack.

d. In public transportation, or private vehicles

SPIRITUAL AND RELIGIOUS ACCOMMODATIONS

60. Religious members may wear religious headdresses, and other symbols.
61. Turbans, and hijabs shall be
a. White, or black (Navy)
b. Red (Marines)
c. Green (Army)
d. Light blue (Air force)
e. Colour of distinction cloth, if desired
62. Turbans shall have the cap badge affixed to the centre.
63. Hijabs shall be tucked into the shirt collar.
64. Religious items and accessories (i.e. Christian Cross) may be worn so that it is
not visible.
